Founded in 1949 by Walkey (the druggist who
owned the land) and Nixon (the projectionist
who ran the cinema) as the Fox with 424
seats.

Bought by Barney Simmons, who was Nat
Taylor's nephew and Arthur Hiller's cousin, in
1966. He changed the name because he
played porno there while it was still the Fox.
He needed a name change when he got away
from porno and chose the Quadra. He
decreased the seating by removing the first
several rows.

| bought the theatre in 1986 and made a
mistake. | called it the Roxy Cinegog. | should
have reverted to it's original name and called it
the Fox Cinegog. | redid the seating and it now
is around 324.
