From John Wellington  

I served my apprenticeship at the Roxy 
Cornwall, in 1965. and was a Projectionist for 
35 years working mostly in the Toronto area. 
I don't know how to say this without 
sounding arrogant but I found a lot of errors 
in the openg/closing dates of theatres in the 
Cornwall and Toronto area. For example, my 
pet, the Roxy, Cornwall. It was opened on 
December 26, 1941 by the Fingold family 
who built many Roxy theatres in Ontario 
during this era. Odeon Theatres ( The Rank 
Organization) started operating in Canada 
after WW2. They built many new theatres like 
the Odeon-Fairlawn, Danforth, Humber and 
the flagship Carlton in Toronto.  
But a majority of their operations were 
bought from smaller chains such as Biltmore 
and the Fingolds. Back to the Roxy Cornwall 
which they took over about 1950 ( estimate). 
They closed the Theatre on April 29, 1961 
(my mother worked there). In March of 1963 
Alex Metcalf and Bennet Fode of Tempo 
Films, Toronto, reopened the theatre. This is 
the era I was connected with the Roxy, 
changing the marqee and apprenticing.  Mr 
Fode dropped out of the partnership a few 
years later and Mr. Metcalf bought the 
theatre outright from Odeon. In 1966 it was 
completely renovated and renamed the Port 
Theatre. After the St. Lawerence Seaway was 
opened Cornwall was supposedly building a  
shipping port in the east end where the Roxy 
was located. This coupled with the 
convenience that the 4 letter name would fit 
exactly in the "Roxy" sign is how the new 
name came to be. Mr Metcalf passed away 
around 1987 and the theatre continues to 
operate to this day by his daughter who 
inherited it. Glenn McGillvray is the long time 
Manager-Projectionist who has been 
connected with this theatre and the now 
closed Curry Hill Drive-In for many years.
