2942 Dundas West  
The Beaver Theatre, located on the south 
side of Dundas Street West, 3 blocks west 
of Keele Street, opened in mid -June 1913. 
It became part of the Allen Theatre chain 
early in itsõ history. In the 1920õs the theatre 
advertised with the Palace, St. Clair, York 
(Bloor and Yonge), Beach, Capitol, 
Oakwood, Alhambra, Parkdale, and 
Danforth Theatres forming the 
òNeighbourhood Theatresó of Toronto. By 
October 7, 1933 the Beaver became part of 
the B & F Theatre chain. Following a long 
run of the movie òGone With the Windó the 
Beaver closed on December 2, 1961.  
Following the 1962 demolition the site was 
occupied by doctorõs offices, an accordion 
college, cleaners, a childrenõs wear shop, 
and a finance company, with 3 floors of 
apartments above. 1162 seats.
