An interesting aspect of the Century wa s
that it had become a "private" theater. This
meant that a patron would pay an
admission price of $10 or $15 and receive a
membership card (for a reduced admission
price upon subsequent visits). Also, the
private status meant that the management
could legally allow sexual activity on the
premises. Usually, in this type of venue,
there was a lot of activity in the auditorium
and the rest room. In addition, the area
behind the screen was cleared out, dimly lit
(if at all), and made available for even more
furtive, anonymous encounters; this was
known as the "back room".

also built the nearby Egyptian Theatre on
Hollywood Boulevard, as well as the Million
Dollar Theater on Broadway in Downtown
Los Angeles, built it.

According to some sources, the
theater's famous collection of footprints
began with an accident. Before the Chinese
Theater officially opened, owner Sid
Grauman gave a tour to some celebrities,
during which actress Norma Talmadge
unintentionally walked across a wet slab of
cement.

Variations of this  honored
traditio n are imprints of the eyeglasses of
Harold Lloyd, the cigars of Groucho Marx
and George Burns, the legs of Betty Grable,
the fist of John Wayne, the knees of Al
Jolson, the ice skating blades of Sonja
Henie and the noses of Jimmy Durante and
Bob Hope.

Many older entries contain
personal messages to Sid Grauman, such
as Myrna Loy's 1936 contribution. Loy's first
job was as a dancer at the theatre in the
1920s.Western stars William S. Hart and
Roy Rogers left imprints of their guns. And
the hoof prints of "T ony," the horse of Tom
Mix, "Champion," the horse of Gene Autry,
and "Trigger," the horse of Rogers, were left
in the cement beside the prints of the stars
who rode them in the movies.

Steve McQueen's hand and foot
prints The only person not associated wi th
the movie industry to have a signature and
hand print in front of the theater was
Grauman's mother.

The theater opened May 18, 1927
to huge fanfare with the premiere of Cecil
B. DeMille's The King of Kings, after a well -
publicized construction. The Chi nese had
cost more to build than any other theatre to
date.

In 1968 it was declared an historic
and cultural landmarked, and has
undergone restoration projects in the years
since then. Ted Mann, owner of the Mann's
Theater chain and husband of actress
Rhonda Fleming, who renamed it Mann's
Chinese Theater, purchased the theater in
1973. On April 12, 1979 2 more cinemas
were built next door, that expansion was
demolished for Metro Red Line. As of
November 9, 2001, the original name was
returned to the front of the theater.

Grauman's Chinese Theatre
continues as a first-run movie theater
where, for the price of a ticket, a visitor can
see a film in the fully renovated and

restored auditorium. Mann Theatres sold it
in April, 2011.

In February 1963, Cinerama Inc.
unveiled a radically new design for
theaters, which would show its movies.
They would be based on the geodesic
dome developed by R. Buckminster Fuller,
would cost half as much as conventional
theaters of comparable size, and co uld be
built in half the time. Cinerama's goal was
to see at least 600 built worldwide within
two years. The following April, Pacific
Theatres Inc. announced plans to build the
first theater based upon the design, and
had begun razing existing buildings at the
construction site. Located on Sunset near
Vine Street, it would be the first new major
motion picture theater in Hollywood in 33
years, and would be completed in time for
the scheduled November 2 press premiere
of It's a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World. The
noted architectural firm of Welton Becket
and Associates adapted the design.

Total construction time is
reported to have been 16 weeks. The
domed roof comprises 316 precast
concrete panels (most hexagonal) in 16
patterns, each weighing some 3200 Ib
(1,500 kg). The first pentagonal panel was
placed on August 29, with the rest to be
installed over 4 weeks.

The It's a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad
World premiere marked the dawn of "single
lens" Cinerama. Previously, Cinerama was
known for its groundbreaking three
projector process. From 1963 until 2002,
the Cinerama Dome never showed movies

with the three -projector process. (The
nearby Warner Cinerama at 6433
Mollywdod Boulevard used the three -

projector process until December 1964)
Preservation

With its huge 86 feet (2 6 m) wide
screen, advanced acoustics, and 70mm
film capability, the Cinerama dome
remained a favorite for film premiers and
"event" showings. But by the late 1990s, the
motion picture exhibition business began
to favor multiplex cinemas, Pacific Theatres
proposed a plan to remodel the Dome as a
part of a shopping mall/cinema complex.
Historical preservationists were outraged,
not wishing to see another great theater
"twinned," or worse. At the same time, a
small contingent of Cinerama enthusiasts
had begun resurrecting the three -projector
process. They and the preservationists
prevailed on Pacific to rethink its plans for
the property.
