It also had 8 box
office stations at opening, but after the
remodel went down to 5 stations (the 6th in
front is no longer use d, and the two
stations inside are no longer used).

Many in the projection booth
have seen a Ghost, and lights have turned
on mysteriously after being shut off.
Theatre 9,10 has been the most haunted. A
lady died in theatre 10 during a screening
of Twister.
