Carl Boller designed the Atlantic Theatre, a 
1000 seat house, which opened on May 21, 
1942. The cinema was locat ed about nine 
miles from central Long Beach where there 
were more than 30 theatres, mostly in the 
downtown area. It would receive no serious 
competition until the late 1940s when the 
Towne and Crest Theatres were built a few 
miles away.  
According to archives of the Long Beach 
Argus, on file at the Long Beach Public 
Library, the owners of the $100,000 
building were theatre veterans Ivan and 
Eula Hansen who also operated the Cairo 
Theatre in Los Angeles.  
Features of the streamline reinforced 
concrete an d brick structure, built to 
withstand earthquakes, included 88 feet of 
store space, a lighted 75 -foot tower, and a 
soundproof cry room where mothers could 
enjoy the show without disturbing the 
audience.  
The Independent -Press-Telegram archives 
show that in 1957, when operated by 
Associated Theatres, it was modernized, 
remodeled and refurnished to include new 
seats. New projection room equipment was 
installed at this time. Since later reports say 
that the theatre seated 620, it may have 
been at he time of thi s modernization that 
the theatre lost 380 seats.  

By the early 1980s after a diverse history 
including first -run, adult, Spanish -language, 
and Chinese films it was renamed Long 
Beach Big Screen Theater. Under its new 
name it became a discount house charging  
$1.50 for second -run movies. It appeared in 
newspaper listings until the early 90s.
