September 9 th, 1939, the first public 
showing of Gone With The Wind 
were held here as a sneak preview.  
Kern called for the manager and 

explained that they had selected his 
theatre for the first public screening 
of Gone with the Wind. He was told 
that after Hawaiian N ights had 
finished, he could make an 
announcement of the preview, but 
was forbidden to say what the film 
was. People were permitted to 
leave, but the theatre would 
thereafter be sealed with no re -
admissions and no phone calls out. 
The manager was reluctant , but 
finally agreed. His only request was 
to call his wife to come to the 
theatre immediately. Kern stood by 
him as he made the call to make 
sure he did not reveal the name of 
the film to her.  
When Margaret Mitchell's name 
came on the screen, you never 
heard such a sound in your life. 
They just yelled, they stood up on 
the seats...I had the [manually -
operated sound] box. And I had 
that music wide open and you 
couldn't hear a thing. Mrs. Selznick 
was crying like a baby and so was 
David and so was I. Oh, wha t a 
thrill! And when "Gone with the 
Wind" came on the screen, it was 
thunderous!
