The Alexandria opened on November 26, 1923
with Douglas MacLean in "Going Up." It was built
at a cost of $350,000 by Oppenheimer & (Alex)
Levin.

In 1941, it underwent extensive remodelling,
emerging totally Moderne, with only the original
stone pillars on its corner facade still exhibiting
evidence of its original Egyptian roots. It-re
opened on June 19, 1942, but due to wartime
blackout restrictims, much of its new neon
elegance had to be subdued until sometime
later. In the late 1950's it was upgraded to a first
run 70MM, reserved seat policy premiering such
roadshow attractions as
