Rockefeller, Jr., on land leased from Columb
University. Rockefeller initially planned a ne!
home for the Metropolitan Opera on the site
but after the Stock Market Crash of 1929, th
plans changed and the opera company withdre|
from the project.

The names "Radio City" and "Radio City Mu
Hall" derive from one of the complex's firg

tenants, the Radio Corporation of Americq.

Radio City Music Hall was a project

Rockefeller, Samuel Roxy Rothafel wh
previously opened the Roxjheater in 1927, and
RCA chairman David Sarnoff. RCA hJ
developed numerous studios for NBC at 9
Rockefeller Plaza, just to the south of the Mus
Hall, and the radieTV complex that lent the
Music Hall its name is still known as the NH
Radio City Studis.

The Music Hall opened to the public o
December 27, 1932 with a spectacular sta
show, featuring Ray Bolger and Martha Grahal
The opening was meant to be a return to hig
class variety entertainment. Unfortunately, if
was not a success and on Januafy 1933, the
first film was shown on the giant screen: Frar]
Capra's The Bitter Tea of General Yen starri
Barbara Stanwyck.
